TRAVEL MEDICAL INSURANCE POLICY FOR FOREIGNERS TRAVELING TO VIETNAM
 (Applied in accordance with Circular No.12874/BTC- BH dated Oct 11th, 2005 of Ministry of Finance)

Part 1: Basic program
I. Definitions

1. “Insured Person” means any person whose name showed on the Proposal and, BAOVIET issued the Certificate and confirmative effect.

2. “BAOVIET Insurance” is a Company which have obligation to pay and indemnity the costs that to be scope of the program. to the Insured Person 
3. “Assistance Company” means the International SOS Pte Ltd, a company incorporated in Singapore and having its address at 331 North Bridge Road, 17th Floor Odeon Towers, Singapore 188720. 

4. “Native Country” means place where the Insured is given birth to and/citizen.

5. “Policy” means an insurance policy which includes the Application, Policy Certificate, Policy Schedule, Benefits Schedule and any endorsements, amendments or riders thereto which have been approved by an executive officer of BAO VIET.

6. “Period of Insurance” means the period of insurance specified in the Policy Certificate.

7. “Hospital” means any place which is licensed, registered or authorized under the relevant laws and regulations of the country in which it is situated as a medical or surgical hospital and whose main functions are not those of a spa, a hydro-clinic, a place for person with mental or nervous disorders, a clinic or facility for nursing, rest or convalescence, a home for the aged or a place for alcoholics or drug addicts. 
8. “Physician/Surgeon” means a person qualified by a degree and licensed or registered to practice medicine/surgery under the relevant laws and regulations of the country in which he practices.

9. “Specialist” means a Physician who specializes in one particular area of medicine.

10. “Accident” means any sudden and unforeseen event, caused by an external, violent and visible means during the Policy Period, and a directly cause resulting in Bodily Injury to the Insured Person and occurs beyond the Insured Person’s control.

11. “Illness” means a sickness or disease marked by a pathological deviation from the normal healthy state, which requires treatment by a Physician, Specialist or Surgeon.

12. “Emergency” means a situation or condition placing the insured in an immediate life-threatening situation.
13. “Eligible Expenses” in respect of medical expenses means the expenses incurred  by the Insured Person are medically necessitated by a Disability covered by this Policy and incurred on the recommendation of a Surgeon or Physician but not to exceed normal and customary charges for the same in the country in which they are incurred.

14. “Serious Injury or Illness” means when an Insured Person requires treatment by Physician and which results in the Insured Person being certified by that Physician as being dangerous to life and unfit to travel or discontinue with his original journey

15.  “Pre-Existing Condition” Any medical conditions of the Insured Person which have been diagnosed; or for which symptoms existed that would cause an ordinary prudent person to seek diagnosis, care or treatment; or for which medical treatment was recommended by a medical practitioner, irrespective of whether treatment was actually received or not, occurred during period of 12 months from the date of commencement.

16. “ Innate disease /defect” means the diseases, defects existed in the Insured Person’ body  since born under conclusion of Physician, Although the Insured Person know or don’t , treated or didn’t
17.  “ Terrorist Activity” includes, involves or is associated with the use or threatened use of force, violence or harm against any person, tangible property , infrastructure or any natural resources where the act is intended to obligate the government or frightened citizen.

II: The Eligible Insured

1. The Foreigners who come to Vietnam for sightseeing, visiting friends and  relative, attending international conference, seminar, congress, participating in sport and game competitions, artistic performances, going on a mission.

2. Those who are residing in Vietnam and they are traveling within the territory of Vietnam.

In the all cases, BAOVIET will not accept and be liable for the Persons whose ages are over 75 except the case have been approved by BAOVIET before the inception date.

III: Conclusion of insurance

1. Before departing of the trip to Vietnam, the insured or representative of the insured must send the list of the travelers to BAOVIET. The list, which can be sent via fax or email, includes clearly the full name, nationality, the birth of day, passport number, address of the traveler, stay period in Vietnam, traveling schedule, period of insurance

2. Once BAOVIET has received the list above, BAOVIET will issue a certificate of insurance to each insured person. The certificate of insurance will be a part of the policy, which is an evidence for the settlement of claim of BAOVIET when requested by the Insured.

3. BAOVIET must be informed promptly with the cancellation of the policy by individual or group of travelers. BAOVIET shall not be responsible for refunding premiums to the Insured if the notification of cancellation above has been later than the effectiveness of the insurable policy.

4. The insurance coverage begins at the time the Insured completes his or her entry visa procedure in Vietnam and or ends at the time the Insured completes his or her exit visa procedure of  Vietnam. For those who are residing in Vietnam, the insurance coverage begins the trip and ends the trip completed follow time and destination in the policy.

IV: Scope and period of insurance

1. Territory: BAOVIET shall be responsible for risks occurring within the territory of Vietnam during the trip of the Insured.

2. Scope of insurance includes: 

· Medical expenses including in-patient and out-patient treatment due to illness, accident.

· Medical emergency evacuation, 

· Medical emergency repatriation.

· Body repatriation 

· Burial expenses in Vietnam.

V: Sum insured and premium

1. The Sum insured and premium will be calculated in Vietnam ( VND) or US$/EUR

2. Premium, payment, indemnity will be settled on the basis of accordingly currency.

VI. Benefits

BAOVIET will reimburse the costs incurred for medically necessary treatment arising from illness, disease, and accident subordinated the scope of cover but not exceeds the limit of the plan in the medical benefits, include:

1. out-patient treatment: including consultation charges, cost of prescribed medicines, charges made for laboratory tests or X-rays that are used in the diagnosis of a covered disability.

2. medical aids that are necessary as part of treatment for broken limbs or injuries (e.g. plaster casts, bandages) and walking aids prescribed by a physician

3. radiotherapy, heat therapy or photo-therapy and other such treatment prescribed by a physician

4. dental treatment, but only to relieve acute toothache

5. in-patient treatment insofar as this takes place in an institution that is generally recognized as a hospital in the foreign country concerned, is under the constant direction of a physician, has sufficient diagnostic and therapeutic facilities at its disposal and restricts the treatment it provides to methods scientifically recognized and clinically tested in that country. The local hospital at the place the insured person is staying or the nearest suitable hospital shall be used.

6. Operations (including operation-related costs)

For the benefits as stated under 1) - 4) above a deductible of 0.1 %per claim i.e. insured event shall be borne by the insured.

2. Arrangement and payment of Emergency Medical Evacuation in Viet Nam 

The emergency assistance company appointed by BAOVIET will arrange and BAOVIET will pay for the medically necessary expenses, medical care during transportation, communications and all usual ancillary charged incurred in moving the  Insured when in a "serious medical condition" arising from accident, illness in the trip to the nearest hospital where appropriate medical care.  The costs not exceed the limit states in the plan.

3. Repatriation and Emergency Medical Evacuation outside Vietnam

In case of life-threatening situation of the Insured due to an accident or illness during a trip, assistance company appointed by BAOVIET, depending on a certain circumstance, shall pay and arrange for the return of the Insured Person to his home country or a subsequent hospital treatment in a third party country if every Vietnamese hospital where are not available appropriate medical care. The maximum costs not exceed the limit in the plan.

4. Body repatriation or Burial Expense

In the event of the death of an Insured, assistance company appointed by BAOVIET will arrange for transporting the Insured Person’s mortal remains from the place of death in the residence or arrange for burial costs at the place of death in Viet Nam. The maximum costs not exceed the limit in the plan

VII. Exclusions
1. Willful act of the Insured or his heir-at-law. 

2. Any risk occurring outside Viet Nam. 

3. Chronic diseases, pre-existing diseases including the following case whether occurring prior to or during the Period of Insurance: hemorrhoids, hernia, diseased tonsils requiring surgery, pathological abnormalities of nasal septum or turbinate, hyperthyroidism, cataracts, sinus conditions requiring surgery, endometriosis, tuberculosis, anal fistulae, cholecystitis, calculi of all kinds, urethra or bladder abnormalities or disease, hypertension or cardiovascular diseases, gastric or duodenal ulcer, hallux valgus, all forms of tumors or cancer, malignancies, disorders of blood or bone marrow, diabetes mellitus.

1. Charges in excess of reasonable and customary charges. Reasonable and Customary shall be deemed to refer to a charge for medical care which shall be considered reasonable and customary to the extent that it does not exceed the general level of charges being made by others of similar standing in the locality where the charge is incurred, when furnishing like or comparable treatment, services or supplies to individuals of the same sex and of comparable age, for a similar disease or injury".

2. The costs purchasing the body’s organs or prostheses.

3. Any costs incurred in connection with rest cures or recuperation at a spa or health resort, sanatorium, convalescence home or similar institution.

4. Any other cost not listed as indemnifiable mentioned in the VI above.

5. Any treatment or expense related to childbirth, pregnancy (except abnormal pregnancy or vital complication of pregnancy which endangers the life of the mother and/or unborn children).

6. Medical treatment of typical complaints suffered during pregnancy and their consequences, including changes in chronic conditions as a result of pregnancy.

7. Any expense related to accident or injury occurring while the Insured is engaged in mountaineering or rock climbing necessitating the use of guides or ropes, potholing, skydiving, parachuting, ballooning, hang-gliding, deep sea diving utilizing hard helmet with air-hose attachments, racing of any kind other than on foot and all professional and semi-professional sports unless otherwise agreed in writing at the Commencement Date.

8. Emergency Medical Evacuation or Repatriation or cost not approved in advance and in writing by the emergency assistance company and/or not arranged by the emergency assistance company appointed by BAOVIET. This exclusion shall not apply to Emergency Medical Evacuation from remote or primitive areas which the emergency assistance company cannot be contacted in advance and delay might reasonably be expected to result in loss of life or extreme prejudice to the Insured's prospect.

9. Any expense incurred for emotional as opposed to physical and strictly medical reason, mental illness and psychiatric disorder.

10. Drug addiction or abuse, alcohol abuse, sexually transmitted diseases, Acquired Immune Deficiency Syndrome (AIDS) or any AIDS related conditions or diseases.

11. Any treatment performed or ordered by a non-registered practitioner not in accordance with the standard medical practice as defined in the country of treatment.

12. Any expense resulting from participation in war, riot or civil commotion or any illegal act including resulting imprisonment or while serving in police or military unit.

13. Natural disaster as tsunami, volcano, earthquake.

VII. Insured’s obligations
1. When the covered risk occurs, the Insured or his representative is required to give notice thereof to the nearest office of BAOVIET or his hotel or the travel agency within 24 hours.

2. To implement all the instructions of BAOVIET, his hotel or the travel agency.

3. Claims for insurance benefits must be submitted to BAOVIET not later than one month after completion of the treatment or transportation home, or, in the event of death, after transportation of mortal remains/burial.

4. The policyholder and the insured person shall provide BAOVIET on demand with any information that is required to determine the occurrence of the insured event or the scope of BAOVIET liability to pay benefits. In particular, at BAOVIET's request proof shall be furnished of the actual commencement of the trip abroad.

5. If requested to do so by BAOVIET, the policyholder and the insured person shall authorize BAOVIET to obtain all the information considered necessary from third parties (physicians, dentists, and alternative practitioners, medical institutions of any kind, insurance carriers, and health or pension offices) and release these parties from their obligation not to disclose information.

6. If requested to do so by BAOVIET, the insured person is obliged to undergo a medical examination by a physician designated by BAOVIET.

7. If the Insured Person or the legal heir is not honest while practicing the regulations of the Insurance contract, BAOVIET can refuse a part or total limit of liability insurance.

IX. Claims settlement
1. Request for Assistance

In case of emergency, the Insured Person or his/her representatives as soon as practicable shall contact SOS’s 24 hours a day alarm center as follows:

2. Life threatening situation

In a life-threatening situation, the Insured Person or his representative should always try to arrange for emergency transfer to a hospital near the place of incident through the most appropriate means, and notify the Assistant Company as soon as practicable.

3. Hospitalization prior to notice the emergency Assistance Company 

In any case of bodily injury requiring hospitalization, the Insured Person or any person acting on his behalf must inform the Assistant Company within 24 hours from the time of occurrence. Failure to do so may entitle BAOVIET to invoice the Insured Person for the supplementary cost that has arisen out of the delay.

4. Proposal for claim

4.1 When proposing for claim, The Insured or the Insured representative must apply for document claim to BAOVIET, including:

- Insurance contract: Proposal for Insurance, Certificate of Insurance, Insurance invoice or other documents concern the rule of insurance.

- The original bills: Bills/vouchers must contain the name of person treated, the type of illness, details of individual items of medical treatment provided and the dates of treatment, prescriptions must clearly show the pharmaceutical prescribed the price and the receipt stamp of the pharmacy. In the case of dental treatment, the bills/vouchers must give details of the teeth treated and the treatment performed.

- A claim for transportation home of mortal remains or burial abroad must be substantiated by an official death certificate and physician's statement giving the cause of death. A claim of transportation home must be substantiated by documents as requested by the insurer on a case to case basis. Medical statements from relatives or spouses will not be accepted.

4.2 BAOVIET is liable to consider, solve and reimburse the amount of claim within 15 days upon receipt of the complete and legal claim file. Reimbursement will be in VND or US$ or EURO.

X. Transfer and set off of claims

1. If the policyholder or any of the insured persons has claims for damages of non-insurance nature against third parties, such claims shall be transferred in writing to BAOVIET up to the amount at which the reimbursement of costs is made in accordance with the insurance contract. If the policyholder or one of the insured persons surrenders such a claim or any right serving to secure such a claim without the consent of BAOVIET, the latter is released from his obligation to provide indemnification insofar as he attained a recovery from the claim of the right.

2. In so far as an insured person receives compensation for costs he has incurred either from third parties liable for damages or as a result of other legal circumstances, BAOVIET is entitled to set off this compensation against the insurance benefits payable.

XI. Proof of Claim and SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

1. Written proof of claim must be submitted to the Insurer or to the appointed independent claims administrator within six months, starting from the first date of treatment of the insured event including pregnancies for which the claim is made. Failure to claim within the time required by the Rules shall invalidate the claim.

2. Any dispute in connection with this Policy which cannot be settled by negotiation between the parties concerned can be referred to the People's court in Vietnam for settlement.

Endorsement 1: Death and Total Permanent Disability because of accident

1. The benefits described herein shall be payable for accidental death or total permanent disablement occurring within 12 calendar-months of the Accident, provided that the cause of such accidental death or disablement arises within the Period of Insurance.

2. The benefits comprise:

a) Accidental Death
b) Loss of or loss of sight of two eyes   

c) Total and incurable mental disorder

d) Functional impairment of chew and loss of speech 

e) Loss of or Total paralysis of two arms (at shoulder or beneath elbow) or two legs (at hip or beneath knee)

f) Loss of two hands  or two feet or one arm and one foot or one arm  and one leg  or one hand  and one leg  or one hand and one foot  

g) Total  disablement  from  engaging  in  or  giving  attention to profession  or occupation (total paralysis, injuries resulting in being  permanently  bedridden  or  causing  permanent  total disablement).


3. The maximum amount payable for any and all events arising under this section shall not exceed 100% of the sum insured set out in the above item from 3(a) to 3(g). 
4. In the event of the death of an Insured Person giving rise to a claim under this section, the beneficiary shall be the Insured Person’s next of kin according to the laws of S.R. of Vietnam or unless a selected beneficiary has been advised to the Company in writing.
5. The limit of liability and Premium
· The limit of liability is stated in the benefit schedule attached to the policy

· Premium is added up further amount of 20% compare to the premium rate of the basic plan.
Endorsement 2: Traveling outside Vietnam

The Endorsement will provide benefits to the insured in case of travelling outside Vietnam with the same route to Vietnam.
Provided that: 

1. The territorial limit of travel is within the Asian Region.

2. The maximum limit of travel in the Asian countries is 30 days per trip.

3. Payable expense during travelling outside Vietnam shall be settled only when the trip to other countries is taken in the same route to Vietnam. 

4. The limit of liability and Premium
· The limit of liability is stated in the benefit schedule attached to the policy

· Premium is added up further amount of 20% compare to the premium rate of the basic plan.
Endorsement 3: Other travel assistance services 

1. Travel Assistance 

As required by the insured, the emergency assistance company appointed by BAOVIET shall provide the services free of charge to the insured as follows:
a) Pretrip Information Services
The emergency assistance company appointed by BAOVIET is to provide information concerning visas and inoculation requirements for foreign countries worldwide.

b) Embassy Referral:

The emergency assistance company appointed by BAOVIET is to provide the address, telephone number and hours of opening of the nearest appropriate consulate and embassy worldwide.

c) Interpreter Referral
The emergency assistance company appointed by BAOVIET is to provide the name, address, telephone number and office hours of interpreters worldwide

d) Legal Referral
The emergency assistance company appointed by BAOVIET is to provide the name, address, telephone number and office hours for lawyers and legal practitioners worldwide

2. Baggage and Personal effects

This section of the Policy provides indemnity for loss, physical breakage or damage directly resulting from the cause of fire, explosion, sinking, overturn, falling of means of conveyance or total loss of package of checked baggage in the course of travel on the journey, but not exceed the limit of the chosen plan stated in the benefit schedule of the policy. 

Provided that:
a. In case of loss of or damage to things, according to the Assured's declaration, BAOVIET shall consider and make settlement of the indemnity in accordance with its actual value at the time of loss or damage on the basis of the price of a new thing likewise in the seller's country at the time of payment of the indemnity.

b. In case of slight damage to thing, if such thing can be used after being repaired or replaced by spare-parts, BAOVIET shall pay expenses for such repair or such replacement in Vietnam. In case the repair or replacement cannot be made in Vietnam, BAOVIET shall indemnify in accordance with the proportion of loss.

c. The limit of the Company’s liability is US$250 for each item and US$500 for each pair and set. Camera body, lenses and accessories will be treated as a set.

d. This “Baggage and Personal Effects” benefit does not cover: 

· Gold, silver, germ-stones, precious metals, cashes, travel cheque, checks, bonds and securities equivalent thereto, passport, driver's license, tickets, documents, drawings, designs.

· Scratched and wet things without losing its function of use.

· Requisition, seizure or confiscation by or under of competent authority.

· Loss of or breakage to any pager, portable telecommunication equipment, computer equipment, software and related accessories.

· Breakage or damage to fragile or brittle articles of every description, china, glassware, porcelain, objects d’art, set and unset precious or semiprecious gemstones, foodstuff, spectacles and sunglasses as a result of scratching.

· Business merchandise or samples, including the cost of reproducing data whether recorded on tapes, cards, discs or otherwise.

· Any property or personal belongings specifically insured elsewhere or recovered/repaired by a third party.

· Loss arising from robbery or by theft or burglary.

3. Loss of Travel Document
If an Insured Person loses his passport, visa and air tickets arising from theft, burglary, and accidental loss during a trip covered by this Policy, the Company will reimburse the Insured Person for the cost of obtaining replacement of such travel documents, as well as additional hotel accommodation and travel expenses reasonably incurred in effecting such replacements and for returning to the Country of Origin due to the invalidity of the original return ticket attributable to such loss, up to the limit set out in the Policy Schedule.

Provided that:

a. The Company will not be liable under this section if within 24 hours or as soon as practicable after the Insured Person is aware of the loss as described above the Insured Person fails to report such loss to the police and to obtain a copy of the related police report.

b. The Company will not be liable under this section if the Insured Person contributed to his own loss by leaving passports, tickets or travel documents unattended in a public place.

c. The reimbursement cost for an air ticket should be limited to economy class only.

4. Curtailment of trip or cancellation charges
The Insured Person shall be indemnified against loss of all non-refundable prepaid travel arrangement deposits of every description, and in respect of any increased cost of travel in respect of the least expensive alternative mode of transport or accommodation up to the limit of plan in respect of the following:

· Death, Serious Injury or Illness, befalling the Insured Person.

· Death, Serious Injury or Illness, afflicting and Insured Person’s Immediate Family Members, Close Business Partner, or a travel companion who is also insured under the same policy of the Insured Person.

· Witness summons, jury service or compulsory quarantine of the Insured Person.

Provided that:

a. The reimbursement shall be on a pro-rata basis for the unused portion of any prepaid travel and accommodation charges involved in such curtailed trip.

b. No benefit shall be payable in respect of expenses arising directly or indirectly out of pregnancy, childbirth, or gynecological disease or their related conditions.

c. Any such cause does not arise before the date of issue of this Policy from medical or physical conditions or other circumstances affecting the Insured Person, or Immediate Family members or travel companion or close Business Partner of the Insured Person known.
5. Additional costs of travel and accommodation

BAOVIET will cover the additional costs of economy class travel to return to the Country of Origin for the Insured Person and additional costs of accommodation incurred by the Insured Person or travelling companion who is also included in this Policy, when such costs arise from a covered Disability necessitating medical treatment of an Insured Person for 10 consecutive days in the hospital in Vietnam, up to a maximum benefit detailed in the Plan and provided that the original ticket held by the Beneficiary is not valid for that return journey and the ticket will be forwarded to BaoViet
6. Return of children
If the Insured Person’s insured dependent children (aged below 14) are left unattended overseas as a result of Serious Injury, Illness, or hospitalization, or death of the Insured Person, the Company will pay reasonable additional accommodation and economy class of travelling expenses for them to return to the Country of Origin. The maximum cost will not exceed the limit of the Plan.

7. Family member visit

BAOVIET will reimburse the costs of economy class travel and accommodation for one immediate family member to join the Insured Person if he is confined in a hospital for more than 10 consecutive days or dies abroad. The maximum cost will not exceed the limit of the Plan.

8. Travel delay

In the event that the Insured Person’s flight or other scheduled mode of transportation is delayed during the Period of Insurance due to serious weather conditions, industrial action, hijack, technical or other mechanical failure of aircraft or conveyances and the cancellation or postponement thereof due to a fault which is entirely beyond the control of the Insured Person, the: -

· Insured Person may claim up to US$125 for each full 12 hours delay. Or

· Up to US$500 in respect of public transportation expenses necessarily incurred as a direct consequence of travel delay, but only if the Insured Person has to re-route his trip due to cancellation of a prior confirmed booking.

Provided that:

a. The period of delay is in excess of 12-hours in duration, from the schedule commencement of a trip until the trip recommences, or on the first available alternative transportation offered by the carrier.

b. The delay does not arise from the failure of the Insured Person to reconfirm the advanced booking or to check-in at the scheduled time before departure.

c. Confirmed advanced booking is given prior to the commencement of an industrial action affecting the carrier.

d. Official documentation from the airline/carrier is submitted in support of any claim under this section of the Policy, which states the cause, date, time and duration of the travel delay, or baggage delay.
